Get to Know You Cornell Notes
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MATERIALS:

· Get to Know You Question Cards 

· Cardstock

· College ruled notebook paper
· Pens or pencils
DESCRIPTION & PURPOSE:

In groups of 3-5, students will get to know each other by answering questions about themselves.  While one student answers the question, the other students in the group will take Cornell notes.  This will give students another opportunity to write quality Cornell notes while the teacher circulates and provides meaningful feedback.  
DIRECTIONS: 

· Print the attached “Get to Know You Cards” onto cardstock.

· Divide the class into groups of 3-5 students.

· Have students write the heading and essential question at the top of their notes as seen in the example below.
· Place the cards face-down on the table.

· Group members take turns drawing cards and answering the questions. 

· You may wish to have all students in the group answer each question before drawing the next card.

· The questions on the left will be the questions that students draw.

· The students who are listening take notes on the speaker’s answer.

· Continue until there is just enough time left to have the students write a 3-5 sentence summary.
